Based on the decision of the Honorable Council of
Ministers and the Emirates Authority for
Standardization and Metrology, the temporary
exemption decision was taken for the requirement
to use Arabic language on the food labels for a
period of 6 months as an exceptional procedure due
to current circumstances of the Coronavirus
pandemie and the partial lockdown in some
European countries in order to ensure the
diversification of import sources of foodstuffs and
support the continuity of the supply chain of
foodstuffs and commodities in the UAE markets
without prejudice to the rest of the requirements of
the technical regulations in effect related to the label
requirement on imported food products by Council
of Ministers Cabinet Resolution No. (4) for the year
2020 on standard specifications for the food sector
in the United Arab Emirates.
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
