Announcement

To all qualified health insurance companies and
approved health-service providers

Based on the Council Circular No. (965) dated 11/8/1443 AH
regarding procedures for dealing with suspected and confirmed
infections with coronavirus (Covid-19).

The Council would like to assure all qualified health
insurance companies and approved health-service
providers must to obliged:

1.Compulsory insurance coverage for the PCR test for coronavirus
(Covid-19) is for emergency cases that require hypnosis and for
hypnotic cases only.

2.The insurance company has the right to request pre-approval
for any medical procedure for suspected and confirmed infections
with coronavirus (Covid-19), which exceeds the minimum
treatment cost to request the approval, according to the Unified
Cooperative Health Insurance Policy.

3.Insurance companies can specify a network of health-service
providers dedicated to covering suspected and confirmed
infection with coronavirus (Covid-19), according to the attached
minimum, with the necessity to be corresponded with what is
stipulated in Article (102) of the Implementing Regulations of the
Health Insurance System, which confirmed that the Insurance
Company and the Policy Holder must take into account the
crcumstances of the beneficiaries by providing a network of
service providers conforms to the needs of the beneficiaries and
their work locations, in a way that they do not have to obtain the
service from a service provider outside the network.
